Vi kommer framat att fortsatta utvardera
hur vi eventuellt kan forbattra och fortydliga vart arbete som syftar till att minimera risker for brott
mot manskliga rattigheter.

We welcome this report from Fair Action for addressing this important topic and for its findings and
recommendations. The increased focus on transparency, accountability and improved legislation in
the industry plays an important role in accelerating the transformation of the fashion industry to
become fairer and more transparent.

In our risk analysis, we state violations of human rights as a risk, which of course includes the risk of
gender-related violence and harassment and risks of, for example, forced labor, child labor,
discrimination, violence, and abuse. In the result of Fair Action's review, we can see that it is not an
unusual approach, but in the future we see that the sustainability reporting for companies will
become even clearer, more comprehensive and more transparent, largely driven by the EU's green
contribution which entails new requirements for the sustainability reporting. This is something we
welcome as an important step to clarify responsibility for companies as well as consumers and
investors. Going forward we will continue to evaluate possible ways our work could be improved
and/or clarified with the aim to minimize the risks of human rights violations.
